I am 25-years-old and
have had my share of
ups and downs but
I've always had to
stay strong and not
give up.

Before 1 came to Beerlahai Roi I was on the verge of
giving up because I was lost and confused. 1 didn’t know
what I was going to do. I had a baby growing inside of me
and I knew I loved her but didn’t know how we would
make it since we were homeless and unstable. When
my aunt told me about the home I was very excited and
nervous but when I met the house parents and other girls
[ knew my prayers had been answered. The crying and
hopelessness was finally over and I knew God had not
given up on us!

Everybody at the home made me feel like family and I
knew I was where I needed to be. They didn’t judge me
and my situation with my daughter’s dad and I had been
sexually assaulted with nobody to turn to. Being here
does not feel like a shelter but a loving home with people
who actually care. It is one of the best things that has
ever happened to me. I feel like I don’t have to worry and
can sleep at night and 1 have a totally different outlook
on life now. [ have allowed God to come into my life and
with faith and hard work I believe anything is possible.

Beerlahai Roi is a wonderful place to be around caring
people who are by your side and believe in you. It is a
great place to start a new life so you don’t have to go
back to the bad days. I am not giving up and am going to
take advantage of the chance God has given me. Words
cannot express how thankful I am for everything this
ministry has done for me. And thank you to everyone
who helps keep this home open and supports us.
